�e IPIXfi CommandView� Camera is a small, high performance, 3 mega-pixel 
network camera that provides ultra-high quality video and immersive imaging. �e 
camera comes with an IPIX engineered 185” �eld of view �sheye lens that, combined 
with IPIX technology, enables users to digitally pan-tilt-zoom a 360” image with no 
moving parts and no blind spots.

4.1 Connecting Low Voltage Power & Network

Power and network wiring should be run in an appropriate manner to the location of 
the camera. (See Figure 1)

4.1.1 Connecting With 24 VAC Power Source
�e voltage supplied to the unit must be in the range of 21.6 to 26.4 VAC. �e unit is 
not polarity sensitive. Conductors should be sized accordingly for 4-watts of power 
consumption.

A power connector (terminal block) is supplied with the camera and accepts 18-28 
gauge wire. Wires should be stripped to 0.275� (7mm) and inserted into the terminal 
block as shown (See Figure 1, Detail A). �e terminal block should be connected to 
the camera and secured in place by the 2 screws.

4.1.2 Connecting With 12VDC Power Supply
�e camera comes with a 85-265 VAC input power adapter that is supplied with 
pre-stripped power leads for the low voltage side of the power adapter. �ese wires 
should be inserted into the power connector (terminal block) supplied with the 
camera. �e terminal block should be connected to the camera and secured in place 
by the 2 screws. (see Figure 1)

�e line voltage side of the power adapter should be attached to the power source in 
a manner consistent with local electrical codes.

4.1.3 Connecting Network Cable
�e camera uses a standard RJ45 Ethernet connection.
